Woodpeckers by Shaun McGraw

Have you noticed any feathered friends taking an keen interest in your home lately? Have wood siding or 
something close to it? Hear any pecking sounds, especially in the morning? Neighbors in Irongate have 
been experiencing Wood Peckers trying to make homes or attract mates by roosting and pecking holes into 
numerous homes and trees all around the development. 

Most important, do not let any hole stay open. Other creatures will follow the woodpecker opening into your 
home if you don’t close it quickly. Fill the hole/cavity with spray foam insulation and tack up some tin/sheet 
metal. You can even paint the metal repair with house paint to avoid costly siding repairs. 
Next, focus on deterring the wood loving birds from coming back. It’s against federal law 
to harm or kill these migratory birds, but there are plenty of things you can do to 
encourage them to move along. 

Amazon has a numerous products such as bird scare reflective tape, fake owls and 
hanging reflective rods that work well. But after time the woodpeckers will get used to 
these scare devices and in that case, the best thing to do is use netting. Netting is very 
effective and almost invisible from the road. One might contemplate bird sound repelling 
devices, but they will also certainly annoy your neighbors as much as the woodpeckers 
which hear in the same audio frequency ranges as humans.  
Cornell has a great website with plenty of resources and information about woodpeckers. 
Brown cedar siding is apparently one of their favorites as you can see my own photo below catching a 
downy woodpecker back for this fall.
